were found “safe and sound”
yesterday by the Santa Cruz
police.

Narine, 14, lefi the home of
their aunt, Victoria Narine.

They took a few personal
items and when they did not
return home that night, their
aunt and also legal guardian
made a report at the Santa
Cruz Police.

In an interview with the
Express at her home yester-
day, before she found out
the children had been loca-
ted by the police, Narine ex-
plained that for reasons she

| did not want to divulge, the

children were removed from
the home of their parents and
placed in'the care of the Chil-
dren’s Authority. where they
were under their supervision
for over a year.’

She said however that in . .

She added: “There is no

Police said Narine and
Cassandra-Eligon told them
their last meal was on Friday,
so the officers pooled togeth-
er and got them a meal and
a drink before handing them
over to the Police Service’s
Child Protection Unit.
